TYPICAL SCHOOL DAY
Many schools start the day with an “Assembly” 
i.e. where the whole school meets together in the 
hall with the teachers. Important announcements 
are made during this first 30-45 minutes of the 
school day.

Students will then be divided into smaller 
numbers and will join their English “buddies” in 
classes, taking part in everyday school life. e.g. 
Geography, English, History lessons, etc. This 
could involve playing sports, studying IT, learning 
a Shakespeare play or discovering  
British cookery!

Students will receive a lunch allowance to choose 
a hot or cold meal according to their wishes.

Afternoon school follows the same pattern as the 
morning and when the final bell sounds, students 
will return to their host families.

All British students wear “school uniform” and 
international groups would be expected to wear 
school colours. School uniform is mandatory in 
British Schools. Students will be expected to  
wear the school colours (up to 6th Form).
